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Dr. Ziad Ahmed Bahaa-Eldin (elected in 2008) is currently the Chairman of the Egyptian Financial Supervisory Authority (EFSA), a newly established public authority responsible for the supervision over all non-bank financial markets, institutions and products, including mortgage finance, insurance and capital markets.   He is a non-executive member of the Board of Directors of the Central Bank of Egypt, and the National Bank of Egypt, and the Chairman of the Upper Egypt Investment Company. He is the former Chairman of the Egyptian General Authority for Investment and Free Zones (2004-2007), a government organization responsible for the promotion of investment, and business climate policy advocacy.  From 2000 to 2004, he was a practicing lawyer in Egypt. From 1997 – 2000 Dr. Bahaa-Eldin was senior legal advisor to the Minister of Economy. Prior to this he was a private sector lawyer in Cairo and Washington DC. He is the founder and member of the Board of Directors of the Ahmed Bahaa-Eldin Cultural Foundation which promotes education, training, and creative thinking among Egyptian youth.  Dr. Bahaa-Eldin received his Ph.D. in Financial Law from the London School of Economics (1996), a Master in International Business Law (LLM) from King’s College London, a BA in Economics from the American University in Cairo (1987) and Bachelor of Law from Cairo University (1986).  Dr. Bahaa-Eldin has been a Lecturer at the Law Faculty of Cairo University (1998-2004). He lives with his wife and two sons in Cairo.
